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Introduction

In March 2009 the first issue of the Cropredy Village Plan was published, following a community consultation in 2008.
The Cropredy Village Plan and its action points are supported and adopted by Cropredy Parish Council, and the aims
and objectives of the Plan are being moved forward by the volunteer members of the Village Plan Steering Group.

In the twelve months since the Village Plan was published, many of the action points have been investigated and put
into progress. Some actions have proved to be not achievable, and some have yet to be addressed. This Village Plan
Action Point Update is a “snapshot” of what has happened so far, one year after initial publication, and how the
progress of these actions is likely to develop in future.

The desired outcomes of the Plan have been grouped under five headings, as in the original plan published in March
2009, each of which is supported by an Action Group. These are:

e Social and Community Issues

e Sustainability and Green Issues

» Buildings, New Housing and Planning

» Village Infrastructure

» Traffic, Parking and Transportation

The status of the Village Plan will continually change over time, as each of the desired actions is investigated and
progressed. The work of the various Village Plan Action Groups supports the activity of the Parish Council and all
actions to achieve the objectives of the Village Plan are first presented to the Parish Council for approval.

The table of actions is in two sections. The first section shows the status of all active points, and next steps if
appropriate. The second section shows the closed action points which have either been achieved, found to be
unachievable, or moved from the “active” section of the plan because they are being dealt with directly by the Parish

Council or other village organisation.
